Help for people with low vision

Low vision, often referred to as partial sight, can be helped in many cases by a range of vision aids and appliances, such as magnifiers, glasses and lighting.   

Visually impaired people living in Wales can now get the right vision aids for their eyesight problems from an accredited 
high street optometrist. The accredited optometrist will undertake an eye examination and assess if low vision aids and appliances can help you. The optometrist will then give you any appropriate aids on loan and free of charge.

If you haven’t had an eye test within the 
last twelve months then it is advisable to have an up to date eye test prior to the 

low vision assessment.  This can be 
carried out by your usual optometrist or by one of the optometrists listed below.

How to get an assessment?

To arrange an appointment for a low vision assessment, you will need to contact an accredited optometrist. (please see list at the end of this leaflet)

On the day of the assessment 

The assessment usually takes up to an hour and involves a range of tests and discussion of difficulties that you encounter.  It would be beneficial to bring your glasses and any current aids used or previously issued to the appointment.  

What happens after?

You should have a review with the optometrist a few months after receiving your aids, however, if for any reason there is a change in your circumstances or condition or there is a problem with the aids, then you can contact the optometrist who assessed and issued the aids to arrange an assessment review, to return or replace the equipment.
